Luke’s Gospel [11:1-4] tells us that the disciples asked Jesus, “Lord, teach 
us to pray.” All Christians share this prayer in common. We have recited it 
all of our lives. These are the most familiar of words. But what exactly are 
we praying for? 
    
This series will help us together find fresh understandings and new depths of 
meaning in this prayer. We will examine different versions of the prayer 
found in Mathew, Luke, and the Didache, and the Jewish roots of the prayer 
that came to us in Greek. We will then explore The Lord’s Prayer line by 
line, wondering together at a Kingdom coming, daily bread, forgiveness of 
debtors (or is that trespassers?), and times of trial and temptation.
